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Savannah had been in British hands since 29 December 1778.
A combined American and French attack to recover it failed
on 9 October 1779.

From 1 April to 12 may, the British laid
siege to Charleston.  After the city fell,
H. Clinton returned to new York, leaving
Cornwallis in command of the South.
